Prerequisite:

To take this course, students should have an intermediate level in French (A2+ to B1+). An initial
placement test evaluates students’ linguistic skills including listening, reading, and grammar. An
interview with a French teacher assesses speaking ability. Any student who does not have the
required level in French, as assessed by the placement test, will be oriented towards another ESP
course.

e Daily life vocabulary and most frequent slang words

e French language of gesture

e |diomatic expressions

e Discussing about different topics

e Expressing your opinion, judgment, agreement or disagreement

e Cultural and society facts about France using authentic documents

Learning Outcomes:
